Radio Days, video installation, 2006

The work consists of two video projections on elongated,

perpendicular screens, each representing one room from the flat,

in which two people live: an old and sick woman and her son

who takes care of her. So the video shows private space of two

closly related people and their everyday activities. The living space

of the old woman is limited by her bed and the tiny room,

in wich tv set stands next to a big crucifix and religious images.

There is also an impression that the main activities of protagonists

are cleaning and praying. So the two spheres are overlapping:

the sphere of the sacred and the sphere of everyday life.
